Means of Assessment 
Ninety percent of the students sur-
veyed will evaluate the Writing Center, 
Online Writing Lab, Writing Scholars, 
and/or Pilot Programs as  helping them 
develop their writing skills by selecting  
a 4 or 5 out of 5 (1 being the lowest, 5 
being the highest).   
 
Eighty-five percent of students sur-
veyed will indicate that the opportuni-
ties, programs, and locations offered 
through the Writing Center were easily 
accessible and user friendly. 

Findings 
Early data indicates that nearly all 
students surveyed have identified 
several, if not all, Writing Center 
programs as beneficial in helping 
them develop key writing skills, and 
that programs are easily accessible 
and user friendly.
