1. Label your files using the label conventions listed on the instruction sheet. Label your

completed PDF files with 1) your degree name (BFA, BS, AA, etc.) and 2) name (Last

name, First Initial), and 3) VL (visual literacy), PE (professional excellence), or CD

(creative diversity. Example: BFA_LASTNAME_F_VL

Include the completed Submission Form found on the department web page.

4. You should receive an automatic email confirmation that your portfolio uploaded
successfully within an hour. Your advisor will process your portfolio and check off this
requirement in Wolverine track within a few days of submission.
