AI Statement
A note on the use of artificial intelligence (AI) tools. The use of artificial intelligence is not prohibited in itself. AI has many beneficial uses, and you will do well to learn how to use AI tools effectively. We will discuss this during the semester. Just keep in mind, that it is not appropriate to have an AI tool produce work that you submit as your own. It is appropriate to use AI tools to help you develop ideas, explore counter arguments, get feedback on areas your work might improve, and for many other uses.

If you find that you are using AI to help you learn (e.g., to take full advantage of your educational opportunity) rather than to do work for you so you can turn something in (e.g., educational obligation), you are probably doing it right. If you copy and paste something, it better have a proper citation. When you see school as an opportunity rather than as an obligation, you open the door to the full benefits.

Course Description and Objectives

This course is designed to study Mandarin Chinese with an emphasis on oral proficiency in pronunciation and basic conversation as well as traditional grammar concepts and sentence structures. Beginning from a focus on receptive Chinese language learning and then move to a verbally-expressive Chinese language learning. Upon successful completion, students should be able to:

1. Communicate in spoken and written conversations at the "low novice" level.

2. Express preferences using practiced or memorized words and phrases, and simple sentences at least at "low novice."

3. Present information orally and in writing using practiced of memorized words, phrases, and simple sentences at least at “low novice”.

4. Identify the main idea and some basic details in conversations and texts supported by gestures or visuals at least at the level of "low novice."

5. Reproduce aspects of Chinese grammar at least at "low novice."

6. Recognize aspects of China's cultural heritage, society and everyday life.

· Homework mainly consists of exercises in the WOOKBOOK, and students are required to complete accordingly all the exercises once the chapter is covered.

· Dialogue Audio Recording is mainly composed of the dialogue readings recorded and submitted to the instructor via CANVAS.

· Dialogue oral translation is mainly composed of the dialogues in the Textbook which are translated from English to Chinese orally and is checked by the tutor.

Classroom Rules

1. Eating and gum chewing are not allowed. 
2. Electronic devices, such as cell phones, must be put away in your backpacks or bags.

Attendance

1. Class starts promptly as scheduled. Please be in the classroom on time so that you will neither miss any instruction and activity nor disrupt the class. Being late for twenty minutes or more will be considered as an absence. A half point will be deducted for each absence. 

2. If you have to miss a class for a school activity such as competition, submit an official letter from the person in charge so that your absence can be excused.

Absence due to personal reasons (e.g. illness, job interviews etc.) will not be excused. However, the first three absences will be penalty-free, and will not affect your attendance grade.  A student who has four or more unexcused absences (after the first three penalties) cannot get an A for the final grade, which means a student who has seven or more absences in total CAN NOT get an A for the final grade.
3. When you miss a class, it is your responsibility to make up for the class. If you have any questions regarding the materials covered on that day, see your instructor during the office hours or go over the materials with your classmate(s).

Homework

Homework provides an opportunity for a student to understand and digest what has been taught in class. It is an essential part of the learning process. Your professor can do a lot to help you, but real learning takes place only when you do your own learning. There is no shortcut to it. 

A. Students are expected to complete all the exercises in a specific unit in the Work Book after the unit is covered, and their work will be checked in different approaches.

B. Homework is posted on Canvas.

Rules: 

1. You may discuss homework with other students, but it must be done independently.  Plagiarism, one type of academic dishonesty, will not be tolerated. 
2. All homework must be completed outside of class. Doing homework in class distracts you from participation in class activities. 
3. Please turn your homework on/before due time.  Five points will be deducted for each late submission.
Participation

You are expected to

· come to class prepared. That means he/she has studied the new word list and the new chapter (or the new section) to be introduced;

· volunteer to answer questions, and to respond to questions when called upon;  

· participate in pair work and group activities. 

Vocabulary (Both Characters and Pinyin) and Sentence Tests

There will be a vocabulary and sentence test on the chapter or chapters studied. The test will be conducted ten minutes after the class begins, and the test date will be decided by the instructor. 

Make-ups 

· Final exam dates are set by University. No early exams will be given before the final exam week. There will be no make-up for a final exam.

· Make-ups for quizzes (written and oral) are not allowed except for serious illness, job interviews and #2 in the Attendance section above. You must provide valid proof for the absence.
