5. Identify scientific information conveyed in various forms, including simple equations, numbers, 
diagrams, charts, and graphs. 

6. Answer conceptual questions with correct terminology in the fields of stellar astronomy, 
cosmology, and solar system science.

You may also find other theories (models) to describe 
aspects of the universe that are different from what is presented in class. Homework correct answers will 
be based on the theories given in class and in the text accompanying our course.  
Using Artificial Intelligence and Plagiarism:  
AI programs are not a replacement for your human creativity, originality, and critical thinking. Writing, 
thinking, and researching are crafts that you must develop over time to develop your own individual 
voice.  At the same time, you should learn how to use AI and in what instances AI can be helpful to 
you.

• Brainstorming

AI cannot be used for: 
• Doing your work for you (especially applying astronomy concepts) 
• Writing for you 
• Calculations (mostly because AI still gets most of these wrong)
