These blind students had dreamed of climbing a mountain and to feel
the fresh air and the warmth from the sunlight at the mountain’s
peak. With the help from the author, these students were able to
leave their familiar and safe school surroundings to go out to a
foreign and unfamiliar area to climb a mountain. In doing so, the
students gained the confidence to believe they can do anything!

Each one of us has our own mountain to climb, for some it could be
math, history, or a P.E class. For others, it could be meeting and
making a new friend.
