	1.
	Spread the salvage cover flat on the ground. If the ladder is longer than the salvage cover, two salvage covers may be used.
	
	

	2.
	Lay the ladder down on one of the long sides of the salvage cover(s).
	
	

	3.
	Grab the salvage cover and begin to roll the ladder with the salvage cover, wrapping the beams.
	
	

	4.
	Roll the ladder until there is approximately 4 feet (1 m) of cover remaining on the ground that is free to form a flap.
	
	

	5.
	Place the ladder wrapped with a salvage cover to an area where the stream or ground is flat. 
NOTE: This will allow the most contact with the bottom of the ladder. The ladder may need to be angled in the stream to make contact with the sides of the banks.
	
	

	6.
	Stretch the free flap upstream, and secure it to the ground. 
NOTE: The more secure this section is, the less water will escape under the dam.
	
	

	7.
	Tuck in the ends of the salvage cover and adjust as necessary to limit excessive leakage.
	
	

	8.
	Support the middle of the down stream side of the ladder with a straight pry bar, rod, or post as the weight of the water may push the dam over. If using as a water diversion, support the ladder on both ends.
