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Directions

The candidate should select a piece of evidence within or outside of the classroom that may include a pencil, paper, dirt, grass or other similar item to be collected as evidence.  The following actions and activities should be provided:  
· Identify what forensic data is attempting to be obtained
· Analyze how to properly package and secure the evidence
· Collect the evidence using the proper protocols
· Document the evidence collected, either by photographs or a photographic log simulating the documentation of the collection process
· Prepare laboratory submittal form
· Provide a chain of custody document for the evidence seized
· Submit the evidence for analysis
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
