However, by 12:30PM we met all the
students in the cafeteria in the UN headquarter, where we had our lunch there and then we practiced
our statements.

At 2;00pm we went to the parallel event which took place at the Salvation Army Auditorium,
located several blocks from the United Nations headquarters and very close to the place of our
accommodation. It was about recreating a healthier environment for empowering women and girls.
The first speaker was Hsin Chin Shih, head of non-governmental organization and main sponsor
of the event. She talked about Taiwan and the key issues that are facing women in Taiwan. She
also shared many personal stories about women and girls in Taiwan. The second speaker was Dr.
Baktybek Abdrisaev who is our professor, and mentor for the Utah International Mountain Forum
(UIMF), a coalition of student clubs at Utah Valley University. Dr. Abdrisaev talked about



the benefits of student engaged learning. He also explained how students are able to handle their

tasks as a group and learn jointly when teacher provides them advice when they need it only.
